Dear Members ofSC3l/WG4/SG3,

At the upcoming ISO/lEC SC3l/WG4/SG3 meeting on April 7-8, documents 18000-6
REV-l and 18000-3 mode-3 are on the agenda. EPCglobal intends to submit to the
national bodies of WG4/SG3 for review the UHF RFID Class-l Generation-2 protocol
v1.2.0 and HF Class-l Generation-2 protocol v1.0 specifications developed in the
EPCglobal UHF Air Interface 1&2 Working Group (UHFAI 1&2 WG) and in the HF
Air Interface Working Group (HFAI WG). As committed, we still expect to share
these documents with you; described below is the progress and timeline for sharing of
each document. We ask for your continued patience and understanding as we work to
achieve Recommendation Specification status for each document.

The HFAI WG delayed advancement of their specification because of work that had
to be completed in the UHFAI 1&2 WG. The HF Gen2 vl.O specification is built on
the UHF Gen2 logical layer. Any changes to the UHF Gen2 v1.2.0 specification must
be reflected in the HF Gen2 vl.O specification in order for the two specifications to be
properly synchronized. In order to have the HF document available for the Vienna
meeting, the HFAI WG voted in January 2008 to advance their specification in two
stages as two Recommended Specifications. The first HF Recommended
Specification is currently on target for completion by as early as March 21. At which
point, the document would be sent to the Convener of SG3 to distribute for your early
review. We would also like to introduce the HF Gen2 v1.0 to you as a presentation at
the Vienna meeting

The UHF AI 1&2 WG has every intention to achieve Recommended Specification
status for UHF Gen2 v1.2.0 in time for the document to be shared with SG3 before

the Vienna meeting. While our timeline has been modified slightly, you should still
receive it from the SG3 Convener prior to the meeting - but possibly not until early
April. It was essential to resolve issues concerning backwards and forwards
compatibility before the document could advance to Recommended Specification.
The UHFAI 1&2 WG worked through December and January to resolve these issues
including correspondence with the current SG3 l8000-6REVl BRM ad-hoc for
advice to ensure true forwards compatibility. We would ask your permission to do a
thorough review of the UHF Gen2 v1.2.0 changes at the meeting as a presentation in
order to facilitate your review of the document.
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
